Our Lady Undoer of Knots 
Last Christmas I decided to put up a real Christmas tree at home. I unpacked all the 

decorations that had been stored neatly away in labelled boxes. The first box I opened 

was the one marked, ‘Christmas tree lights.’ To my frustration and dismay they were in a 

‘tangled mess!’ As I began to try and unravel them, I discovered that as I untied one knot 

in the cable I had created an additional one or two further down the line. I reached the 

point when I decided that I had taken on an almost impossible task and perhaps it was 

best to wait and find someone else to help me sort them out!                                                                               

Sometimes our lives can become just like my entangled Christmas tree lights. We can 

experience moments when we feel thoroughly and painfully overwhelmed by 

unsurmountable difficulties and problems; in trying to solve and sort out one problem 

we may find that additional ones appear. We suddenly realise that it is impossible to solve them alone and we need 

an expert to help us out. It is at these times that Mary Undoer of Knots is just the person we can turn to for help.   

A homily given by Pope Francis in October 2013, gives an indication of the significance of Our Lady Undoer of Knots.

The 18th Century painting by German artist, Johann Georg Schmidtner, illustrates Our Lady untying the knots on a 

ribbon representing life, while treading on the head of a snake representing evil. The knots are symbols of sins or 

problems in our lives. As we stray further away from God’s path of goodness and Mercy, these knots get harder and 

harder to untie on our own. 

Let us ask Our Lady for her assistance in untying the knots of sin in our lives and those of our family and friends.
